Buffalo, NY –The Free Family Film Series at Shea’s continues on Sunday, January 15, at 2 p.m. (doors open at 1 p.m.) with a free screening of the 1926 Silent Film THE BLACK PIRATE starring Douglas Fairbanks.  House Organist Bruce Woody will perform the score on the restored Wurlitzer Organ.
Free tickets are available approximately one week prior to the film date at the Shea’s Ticket Office (Mon.-Fri.: 10 a.m. – 5 p.m., Sat.: 10 a.m. – 2 p.m.) and at Wegman’s Customer Service Desks (Erie/Niagara counties). Entrance to the theatre is available through Pearl St. and Main St.  Movie tickets/seats available on a first-come, first-serve basis.  

Douglas Fairbanks Sr. stars in this exciting, action-packed swashbuckling pirate adventure as a young man seeking revenge on a band of pirates after they ransacked and destroyed his ship, killing his father. In trying to achieve his goal, he tricks the pirates into thinking he wants to join their band. Will this ruse work?

Modeled after European opera houses, Shea’s originally opened as an elaborate movie house on January 16, 1926, a dream of Canadian born theatrical showman Michael Shea.  Every year on or near the date of  the anniversary of Shea’s, a silent film is presented as a way to commemorate the opening of the theatre   “Our presentation of a silent film every year marks the anniversary of the theatre and allows our patrons to experience the theatre as it was in its early days,”  said Lisa Grisanti, director of marketing and public relations at Shea’s.  Those attending the film will also be able to view a historical timeline and photo display of Shea’s in the lobby, including nostalgic pictures of “The Wonder Theatre.”
Listed on the National Register of Historic Places, Shea’s seats 3,019, and the movie viewing screen is one of the largest in New York State.
